Expanding, digitising,
internationalising

[rom France, Slovenia and Croatia to the world: Italian exports are global

nternationalising, i.e. expanding one’s business outside national
borders, is a step that every growing company must take, creating
links or commercial partnerships with the foreign market. In
this context, Made in Italy represents an advantage. As several
entrepreneurs pointed out during our interviews, foreign markets often
favour companies in the Bel Paese, offering them a real chance for
development as they allow them to distribute products and services
with little competition.
Our meetings in Italian SMEs also showed that digitisation and
internationalisation go hand in hand as key factors for simplifying
the expansion of one's customer network and reducing logistics costs.
Among the countries to which we already export but where we aim
to expand even more are neighbouring France, Slovenia and Croatia.
Among the main items of Italian exports to France are sectors such as
mechanics, automotive, iron and steel, furniture, pharmaceuticals and
clothing/footwear.
According to Istat data, our exports to France increased by €7.5 billion
in 2021. According to an elaboration by Promos Italia based on Istat
data, even in the area that includes Croatia and Slovenia and the
countries of the Western Balkans, trade interchange has grown and, in

the first six months of 2022, stood at +50.2%
compared to 10.8 billion in the first six months
of 2021. Among the manufacturing sectors,
metals, refined petroleum products, fashion,
machinery and chemicals dominate exports.
For Croatia in particular, economic relations
between Rome and Zagreb have benefited
enormously since its accession to the Union.
Italian goods exports, which almost doubled
between 2012 and 2019 (source: Sace), reached
€3.8 billion, surpassing the values before the
global financial crisis.
Around 70 per cent of Italian exports of goods
to Croatia come from four regions: Lombardy,
Veneto, Sicily and Emilia-Romagna. Although
2020 was a setback for our exports to this
country, links remain solid and growth is
paving the way for a full recovery in the years

techniques. “With this orthodontic
innovation, which we are among
the very first to offer in Slovenia,
we have achieved very good results
and plan to implement its use,
adding it to the specialisation we
already have in implant treatments,
in particular bone augmentation,
sinus lift and soft tissue
preparation”. The doctor uses
three different types of implants,
each with its own characteristics:
Ankyilos, the most widely used
system in Slovenia, Straumann,
ideal for highly aesthetic prosthetic
solutions, and direct implantation.

In the Oralna Kirurgija clinic,
established in 1995 and located in
Nova Gorica, Darij Novak works
together with other professionals.
The clinic offers comprehensive
dental care: in addition to oral,
periodontal, implant and prosthetic
surgery, the services extend

to conservative and aesthetic
dentistry, as well as informational
support to patients regarding
proper and regular dental hygiene.

Ain the first half of 2022, Italy’s foreign trade had reached 626 hillion. This is a
growth of 32.8% compared to 471 billion in the second quarter of 2021, taking into
account last year's difficult economic situation.

According to Censis, 61% of Italians expressed confidence in the improvement
of our health service. The key? Cutting-edge technology

octors operating under the remote guidance of
an expert in the field connected via virtual reality,
others visiting patients they see on the screen, or
drones bringing medicine to remote areas. It may
sound like a futuristic scenario but, in fact, these represent
just some of the enormous potential of healthcare in an
era of innovation. This era has undoubtedly been given a
boost by Covid 19, which has made doctors go far beyond
the digital prescription.
On the other hand, in 2020 alone - according to data from
the Ministry of Health - online medical consultations
increased by 1,500% compared to 2019 and - according
to a Censis-Net Consulting report on Italian e-Health - in
the same year the Italian digital health market recorded a
turnover of €1.4 hillion, up 29% compared to the previous
period. Looking at more recent data, in the latest Censis
report as many as 61% of Italians expressed confidence in a
possible improvement of the health service precisely in the
post-pandemic period. The key for 46.7% is the use of new

technologies and state-of-the-art diagnostic equipment.
For 34%, the activation of digital home care services will
make the difference.
Moreover, 35% of pharmacies have activated a multi-
channel strategy with additional smart services, according
to the latest Federfarma report.
All this while start-ups in the Life Science sector, i.e. those
ranging from pharmaceuticals to biotech to medical
devices, gather an average of tens of millions of funding
per year worldwide.
According to the Life Science Innovation Observatory of
the School of Management of the Milan Polytechnic, 25%
of Pharma companies operating in Italy claim to have
included ‘advanced therapies’ in their offerings, while 46%
have developed ‘innovative’ drugs. What is still missing
in our country are digital therapies based on apps, video
games and the like. However, it is probably only a matter of
time.m

peed and optimisation for diagnostics

In order to achieve this, the extra touch at
the Sanciro Diagnostic Centre in Portici, near
Naples, is that of being a “zero kilometre
laboratory” where samples, analyses and
reports are taken in a single location, without
travel or displacement and without doctors
losing track of their patients’ diagnostic
pathways. The centre was established 70
years ago, in 1953, although there have been
changes over time, such as focusing on pure

The health of healthcare
logistics

%1 rtages of raw materials and slowdowns in international supply chains are
ot slowi ing down an industry that grew by almost 8% in 2022

sually logistics is considered as the thermometer

of the economy. If we take this for granted, then we

could say that the health sector is in reasonably
good health. In fact, the number of shipments in the
healthcare sector in Italy grew by 7.9% in 2022 compared
to the previous year, indicating a certain verve in the sector
with +10.8% of weight moved and +8.1% of packages
shipped. These packages are taken up in 30% of cases by
pharmacies, although hospitals remain the best-served
channel.
These are some of the data emerging from the “Gino
Marchet” Contract Logistics Observatory of the School of
Management of the Politecnico di Milano, conducted in
collaboration with the Dafne Consortium.
Certainly in recent years logistics, including healthcare
logistics, has been faced with a number of totally
unexpected variables, such as Covid and war.
“Operational capacity shortages, slowdowns in
Marco Melacini, scientific director of the international supply chains, poor accessibility to raw
Contract Logistics Observatory materials, rising costs of the main production factors,
especially fuel and energy - explains Marco Melacini,
scientific director of the Observatory - are challenges that
also affect logistics in the healthcare sector, where we see
the search for new supply chain balances taking shape, in
order to ensure continuity and sustainability in the supply
chain”.
While it should be noted in this context that in 10 years the
share of expenditure linked to the outsourcing of hospital
logistics has tripled from 4% in 2012 to 12% in 2022, it is
also true that the exit from the pandemic does not seem to
have slowed down the sector’s flows. “In 2022, the number
of shipments, the number of packages and the weight
of volumes moved have increased. There has also been
a strong increase in pharmacies as a delivery terminal’,
says Damiano Frosi, director of the Contract Logistics
Observatory. “These dynamics have led companies in the
sector to think more about sustainability”. From alternative
power sources to the search for refrigerated vehicles
equipped with photovoltaic panels, the turnaround would
